· enable students to take increasing responsibility for their own learning.

· provide information for reporting to students, parents, schools of enrolment, other professionals and the Board of Trustees.

· provide access to the National Qualifications Framework

· meet education requirements stated in the National Administration Guidelines 1 & 2.
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
